Words cannot express how much we love Andy
and will miss him. He is with his Heavenly Father, hearing ‘well done, good
and faithful servant.” Thank you for standing steadfast in prayer and in
trusting God’s perfect will. Please continue to pray for Judy and the family.

3 Canada: We continue to work from home and will be discussing next steps
in our return to the office in the next month or two.

4 International: Lord willing the International Board will be able to meet in
July. We thank God for our Board members and for God’s care of Pastor
Michael in his illness in June.

5 South Africa: Rachel Sayers broke her foot and is walking around with
crutches for the next few weeks. Please pray for her.

6 Tanzania: The Mongers would have left Mwanza today for the UK but
their flights have been cancelled. Please pray for new fligths, for rest in
quarantine when they do get to fly and for their transition as they look for a
house. They will then begin visiting supporters to report back on the work
in Tanzania.

7 Canada: Kristy will be taking some time off during the first two weeks of
July to spend with her husband Mark and boys Caleb and Justin, please
pray for a time of relaxation and rejuvenation as a family.

8 Malawi: We continue to pray for stability after the elections that took place
on 23 June 2020.

During the month of July we will be finalizing all our report to
GAC. Please pray we can meet all deadlines and that it is well received.

12 Tanzania: The beekeeping groups are harvesting honey! We thank God for
an amazing 70kg so far from Malya. Please pray for the groups to finish the
harvesting well and wisely use their profits!

13 Canada: El Canada is pleased to welcome consultant Erwin van Laar to
assist in the marketing of El across Canada. Please pray as he and Kristy
will be working closely together to come up with a plan for marketing and
recruitment of missionaries.

14 South Africa: It is the rainy season in the informal community of
Masiphumelele. The settlement sits in a low valley and is prone to flooding.
Please pray for the community. The Safe Houses are on higher ground in
the area but severe rains can raise the water table very quickly.

15 Uganda: The area where we work in Northern Uganda has remained
largely untouched by COVID-19, but physical distancing laws are still in
place and the economic consequences have been difficult. Please continue
to pray for our staff and our partner churches and communities.

16 Philippines: We are doing food distribution in the next 2 months. Please
pray that the funds would be sufficient as there are growing needs each
time.

17 Tanzania: The technicians are continuing with building water tanks at the
Isimani water project. Please pray that they will be safe.

18 Philippines: Please pray for the farmers in Isabela, that some help might
come to them.

19 canada: Karen Wilkinson continues to do well with her cancer treatments.
She is able to recuperate at her cabin and come back to Markham for her
treatments.

20 Brazil: Pray for the 7" Presbyterian Church as they are busy working on
the details to distribute 400 food packages to needy families in the poor
areas in the city and in the rural communities.
